July 22: Saint Mary Magdalene ~ Feast

Mary Magdalene[a] (sometimes called Mary of Magdala, or simply the Magdalene, Magdalena or the
Madeleine) was a woman who, according to the four canonical gospels, travelled with Jesus as one of his
followers and was a witness to his crucifixion and resurrection. She is mentioned by name twelve times in
the canonical gospels, more than most of the apostles and more than any other woman in the gospels, other
than Jesus' family. Mary's epithet Magdalene may be a toponymic surname, meaning that she came from the
town of Magdala, a fishing town on the western shore of the Sea of Galilee in Roman Judea.

Mary Magdalene is considered to be a saint by the Catholic, Eastern Orthodox, Anglican, and Lutheran
denominations. In 2016, Pope Francis raised the level of liturgical memory on July 22 from memorial to feast,
and for her to be referred to as the "Apostle of the apostles".[3] Other Protestant churches honour her as a
heroine of the faith. The Eastern Orthodox churches also commemorate her on the Sunday of the
Myrrhbearers, the Orthodox equivalent of one of the Western Three Marys traditions.
