Former St Michael's School Bungaree 
Having closed 30 years ago in 1994 and having served the 
Bungaree community since as a Community Centre, Senior 
Citizen's Centre and other services, the former School is 
poised to begin a new chapter with another expression of 
Catholic education.  
An in-principle agreement has been entered into with the 
Bungaree Parish Leadership Team and Fr Justin to develop 
the existing former school site which Fr Justin will speak to 
during the Mass in Bungaree this Sunday.                         
Thanks to the Bungaree Parish Leadership Team who have 
negotiated the lease for the use of the former St Brendan's 
School site in Dunnstown with DOBCEL for Damascus 
College to use, and now for another use of the former St 
Michael's School site in Bungaree.  
It is anticipated that the future use of the former St 
Michael's School site will not negate existing arrangements 
that the Parish has entered with tenants renting the two 
parts of the former St Michael's Convent building.

Leadership and Governance for a Synodal Church 
In preparation for the Ballarat Diocesan Assembly (November 15th - 16th), formation 
gatherings are being held to inform and explore the focus of the Diocesan Assembly. 
Each of the 29 parishes of the Diocese will be invited to nominate two delegates to 
attend the Assembly that will be held at Federation University, Mt Clear.  
Pope Francis is providing leadership for a synodal Church and the Plenary Council of the Australian Church has recognised 
that the practice of synodality requires greater transparency in decision making, with the appropriate participation of all 
the baptised, giving witness to the equal dignity of women and men. The Plenary Council has affirmed a culture of 
synodality for parishes and dioceses, where healthy and fruitful relationships between clergy and laity “recognise different 
but complementary charisms and opportunities for co-responsibility”, and desire “consultative and collaborative 
approaches to governance at all levels in the Church.” The emphasis on listening and discernment for a synodal Church 
reveals how the People of God may be more centred on Christ, build healthy and respectful relationships amongst 
ourselves, and be effective missionary disciples in the Spirit.
