SOUTH AUSTRALIA EXTENDS REPORTING
LAWS TO THE CONFESSIONAL

South Australia will become the first state
where priests will be legally obliged to report
any confessions of child sexual abuse or face

The move by the state government follows
similar laws being passed in the Australian
Capital Territory last week.

Apostolic Administrator of Adelaide Archdio-
cese, Bishop Greg O'Kelly, said the Church

was "unaware of this change” until yesterday "and
the implications are now being considered”.

New child protection laws passed last year — but
made public today by the state's Attorney-General,
Vickie Chapman — removed an exemption for
priests from mandatory reporting when the infor-
mation was divulged during confession.

Ms Chapman revealed the change ahead of the gov-
ernment releasing its full response to the royal com-
mission into child sex abuse.

While priests have been mandatory reporters outside
of confession for more than a decade in South Aus-
tralia, Bishop O'Kelly said the new law "has much
wider implications for the Catholic Church and the
practice of our faith".

Under Church law, priests are bound by the seal of
the confessional to not reveal what they are told or
face automatic excommunication.

"Our commitment in South Australia to child protec-
tion and child safe environments is unwavering,” Bish-
op O'Kelly said in a statement.

"Our priests are well aware of their obligations to
report child abuse and neglect under mandatory
reporting laws and have been participating in regu-
lar and compulsory child protection training since
2007, as have all our church employees and volun-
teers.”

Ms Chapman said mandatory reporting was so im-
portant, including in confession, because abuse usual-
ly occurred in secret "unless a responsible adult acts”.

"The protection of children the public expect must be
superior to any other interest,” she said.

Ms Chapman said other states should follow South
Australia’s lead.

As well as including the confessional in mandatory
reporting laws, South Australia has signed on to the
national redress scheme and introduced laws that will
allow victims of child sexual abuse to seek compen-
sation beyond the age of 21.

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION:

PARABIsC OF THE MYSTARD g@e ‘ -

The readings
today remind
us that poetic
imagery is an
apt way of
describing the
mysterious
presence of
God in our
midst. The
cedar began
as a seedling
that takes

years to grow into a magnificent tree.
The same is true of the mustard tree. It
too requires time to develop its trunk and
branches. The development of moral
integrity in a human being is just as
gradual. Rooted in God, it flourishes in
God's presence and it produces fruit
even into old age. Although God is pre-
sent in all things, sustaining them and
allowing them to follow their natural
courses, God really transcends all things.
Metaphorical language may be the best
means for speaking about God and the
things of God. It enables us to live in the
tension that both reveals something
about God and conceals God's real

nature.

The reign of God also begins in very
ordinary circumstances, and it matures
gradually until it has spread itself far
and wide. Although the mystery of the
reign of God unfolds within human histo-
ry, we need eyes of faith to recognise it.
Like the cedar and the mustard seed, it
grows within the concreteness of human
experience. Just as the life force that
thrusts the branches of the trees further
and further out cannot itself be seen, so
the reign of God is mysterious, even in-
comprehensible. Still, it is there, inviting
us, urging us to move forward, trans-

forming our world.
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
