Working With Children Checks 
 
Firstly, a thank you to all ministers for their 
generous and dedicated work in the Par-
ish. 
We address the criteria requiring a Work-
ing With Children Check, which is set out 
in  the publication WORKING WITH CHIL-
DREN CHECK AND NATIONAL POLICE 
RECORD CHECK POLICY, “5.6 Any vol-
unteer working in the Diocese, a diocesan 
agency or in a Parish setting who works 
with children or who as part of their work 
as a volunteer are likely to have direct con-
tact with children shall provide a Working 
with Children Check Card, a copy of which 
shall be kept at the parish office, diocesan 
office or diocesan agency as applicable.” 
Therefore, all ministers who are in the Wel-
come, Sacramental Preparation and Com-
munion to the Sick Ministries will be re-
quired to have a current Working With Chil-
dren Card. To obtain a Card please apply 
online at http://
www.workingwithchildren.vic.gov.au or 
help and facilities will be available on Sun-
day 15th July, 2018 after the 9:00 a.m.

Worldly comforts and 
rewards should not comprise our witnessing life for 
Jesus. We serve out of love for Jesus and for the 
people of God. We work for the kingdom of God 
thereby we bring people to God. So let us ask the 
Lord to strengthen and motivate us to focus on our 
mission that we have received through our bap-
tism, so that we may able to continue the mission 
of Jesus like the Apostles in our day-to-day life.
