GOSPEL REFLECTION

Bread is staple food for much of the
world’s population. It is also a metaphor for
the food that sustains the life of the human
community. Being able to “put bread on the
table” is the concern of every parent. Bread
means life. Jesus’ claim to be “the living
bread” is a unique expression paralleled by
his earlier claim to be “living water”. It teases
the reader with the possibility of multiple g
meanings. It refers at one level to food that
gives life; at another, it is the gift of God’s
life. As we reflect on the symbolism of bread,
we attend also to the plight of those without
bread. While there is sufficient “bread” to
satisfy the hunger of everyone on the planet,
over one billion people are desperately hun-
gry, some seven million South Sudanese
among them as the civil war in their country
continues.

Today’s gospel passage belongs
within a section of John’s gospel generally
called the Bread of Life Discourse. Some scholars suggest that the
discourse as a whole is cast in the form of a synagogue homily. In this
view, it is a rabbinic type exposition of Exodus 16:4 and Psalm 78:4-5
on the manna/bread that God rains from heaven. In John 6:51-58,
there are allusions to Eucharist as both meal and sacrifice. Jesus is the
manna or bread from heaven. Life comes from eating his flesh/body. It
also comes from drinking his blood. For the ancient Israelites, the life
was in the blood. Blood poured out is life poured out. To drink the
wine/blood is to participate in the life of Christ poured out.

A simple analogy from my own context might help us to grasp
something of the mystery that we call Eucharist. My home town, Balla-
rat, is the site of the Eureka rebellion. The Eureka flag is housed in a
place of honour in the Museum of Australian Democracy at Eureka. At
one level, this flag is fabric and thread. At another, it far transcends the
materials from which it is crafted. These materials were transformed,
possibly by women from my own parish, into a symbol of freedom for
the Eureka rebels. In the process, they changed their purpose and
meaning; so too with the bread and wine of our Eucharistic celebra-
tions. They have become, in a very real though mysterious sense, the
body and blood of Christ.

This Sunday we take time to reflect on Eucharist, the mystery
we celebrate from week to week. While we reflect on this mystery, we
ground our faith in action designed to address the issue of global hun-
ger and the circumstances that inhibit access to “bread” for all. The
feast of the Body and Blood of Christ invites us to careful consumption
of the world’s resources so that all God’s people and all God’s crea-
tures might have life.

Remembering and dismembering on World
Refugee Day

World Refugee Day is a time for remembering. We remember
we live in a world of millions of refugees, and that many of
our fellow citizens arrived as or are the children of refugees.
We also remember what it is like to be a refugee, allowing
ourselves to touch, hear, see, smell and taste the bitter stuff of
their lives.

We may remember refugees, but in their own lives they are
dismembered. The tiles that we take for granted as we shape
the mosaic of our ordinary lives have been hacked out of refu-
gees' lives. Many people lost parents, siblings and children in
the persecution and the terrors of war they endured in their
own lands. With each loss part of themselves also died.

Their ability to plan their own lives, to practice their religion,
to meet with like-minded people in order to help shape their
society, and to have their children educated were also cut
away. Their losses are not just entries in a ledger. They tear at
the heart of identity, stripping away the connections that
breathe existence into life.

In their flight many were also cut off from their families,
from the rhythms of work and rest, from connections with
town and village, from communicating in a language that is
shared, and from all the things that allow us to call house and
nation a home.

When people come to the fences of other nations asking for
protection they face further dismemberment. In Australia they
have been deprived of what freedom remained to them to
shape their lives, forced to live for years cut off from uncon-
trolled human contact, sometimes separated from family
members living in Australia.

Time, the garden of remembering, is for them a desert of dis-
membering, further separating them from world from which
they fled and from the life that they longed to find.

On Manus Island, Nauru and in detention centres they have
their self-respect hacked away by a daily regime that takes
away their privacy, the civility they had hoped to find from
representatives of a democratic government and from the con-
fidence that the canopy of law might shelter them.

They may also have their physical and mental health excised,
leaving them prey to depression and anxiety. And when they
read contemptuous words spoken about them they feel them-
selves stripped of all that remains to them — their self-respect
as human beings.

For refugees to remember is a challenge: to remember who
they are and to wear their abused humanity as a flag of worth
and not of shame.

For Australians, World Refugee Day is a time of remember-
ing. It is a time to remember the human stories of those who
have fled from their own nations to seek protection. It is a
time to remember and treasure the little things that give shape
to our lives — the smells, sounds and sights of our childhood
world and their continuity with our lives today, and to re-
member that for refugees these things have been stripped
away. It is a time to remember what has been done to refu-
gees when they came to Australia— to hold in our memory
the smell and texture of life on Manus Island and on Nauru,
the casual brutality, the mud, the barbed wire borders of their
world, the erosion of time, the lies and sneers of politicians
who held them there, the slogans that trumped human connec-
tion. It is a time for shame and for compassion for a people
who have come to this. To remember is first of all not to for-
get, not to move on. It is the beginning of conversion.

World Refugee Day is also a time for re-membering: for put-
ting back what has been torn apart, for greening boughs that
have been stripped of leaves, for fleshing what has withered,
for welcoming back what has been rejected. That means
demanding the dismembering stop — that people are taken

off prison islands, are listened to and heard with justice and
respect, that they are reunited with families and allowed to get
on with their lives. It also means connecting with people who
are isolated, encouraging and paying respect to people who
have shown such resilience.

The Australian body politic also calls out for re-membering.
Over many years it has been stripped of respect of people for
their simple humanity, of hospitality to strangers and of com-
passion for the vulnerable. To re-member is to make whole,
to return to integrity.
