Week of Prayer for Christian Unity
2017: 28 May — 4 June 2017

“Reconciliation - The Love of Christ
Compels Us” (cf. 2 Corinthians 5:14-20)

The traditional period in the northern
hemisphere for the Week of Prayer for
Christian Unity is 18-25 January. Those
dates were proposed in 1908 by Paul
Wattson to cover the days between the
Feasts of St Peter and St Paul, and
therefore have a symbolic significance.
Here in the southern hemisphere where
January is a vacation time churches often
find other days to celebrate the week of
prayer, for example around Pentecost
(suggested by the Faith and Order
movement in 1926), which is a symbolic
date for the unity of the Church. In 2017 the
Week of Prayer in Australia will be observed
from 28 May - 4 June in the week between
Ascension and Pentecost.

Communities can observe the week of
prayer in their own worship for each day
during the week may draw material for
these services from the ‘eight days’.
Materials will be in the church foyers for
you.
