Conversation 

Someone proposed that John was the 
greatest. After all, did he not recline on 
Jesus’ bosom when they were at table?

Justice Sunday—September 30th 
 
Making A Home for Everyone 
 
For Pope Francis, the way to help the poor is 
not just through personal assistance. There is 
a vital role and urgent need for the State, busi-
ness and civil society, including the Church, to 
address the structural causes of homeless-
ness and to ensure adequate levels of support 
for the many thousands of citizens who are 
homeless or at risk of becoming so. 
 
It’s time for us all to see the complex reality of 
homelessness, to judge the situation from the 
perspective of the person in the street, and to 
act competently and compassionately so that 
everyone in our land has a place to call home. 
 
All levels of our society have a responsibility to 
take up the challenge that Jesus put to the 
lawyer who tested him. The Lord invites us to 
consider the role of the good Samaritan – not 
as some occasional act of doing good, but as 
a duty to provide the resources and assistance 
to fellow citizens struggling to find a home.
