Making Connections: One of the greatest prayers about 
peace is the prayer of St Francis of Assisi: Lord, make me 
an instrument of your peace. Where there is hatred, let me 
sow love; where there is injury, pardon; where there is 
doubt, faith; where there is despair, hope; where there is 
darkness, light; where there is sadness, joy. O divine mas-
ter, grant that I may not so much seek to be consoled as to 
console, to be understood as to understand, to be loved as 
to love. For it is in giving that we receive; it is in pardoning 
that we are pardoned, and in dying that we are born to eter-
nal life. 
Living The Word: This gospel emphasises the worth of 
each member of the community; we are all interconnected 
and we are all responsible for others. Love should govern 
our responses, not the desire to humiliate or chastise.  
Marriage Tip: Don’t let mistakes ruin your relationship. Put 
them behind you, so you can move on and grow stronger.  
Daily Prayer: God of unity and peace, your Son has taught 
us that where two or three are gathered in his name he is 
present in their midst and you will grant their request. Grant 
us a new heart to presume the goodness of every person, 
and a spirit sensitive to the burdens each bears, that by lov-
ing our neighbour as ourselves we may bear witness to that 
love which is the fulfilling of the law.  
A Vocation View: How much would the world be changed if 
everyone were completely forgiving? Probably totally! Jesus' 
stories of forgiveness are so loved because they are so 
needed. Re-tell them! Re-live them!

First Reading: Ezekiel 33:7-9 
The word of the Lord was addressed to me as follows, 'Son 
of man, I have appointed you as sentry to the House of 
Israel. When you hear a word from my mouth, warn them in 
my name. If I say to a wicked man: Wicked wretch, you are to 
die, and you do not speak to warn the wicked man to 
renounce his ways, then he shall die for his sin, but I will hold 
you responsible for his death. If, however, you do warn a 
wicked man to renounce his ways and repent, and he does 
not repent, then he shall die for his sin, but you yourself will 
have saved your life.' 
 

Responsorial Psalm: Ps 94:1-2, 6-9 
O that today you would listen to his voice! Harden not 
your hearts. 
Come, ring out our joy to the Lord; hail the rock who 
saves us. Let us come before him, giving thanks, with 
songs let us hail the Lord. Come in; let us bow and 
bend low; let us kneel before the God who made us for 
he is our God and we the people who belong to his 
pasture, the flock that is led by his hand. O that today 
you would listen to his voice!

Second Reading: Romans 13:8-10 
Avoid getting into debt, except the debt of mutual love. If you 
love your fellow men you have carried out your obligations. 
All the commandments: You shall not commit adultery, you 
shall not kill, you shall not steal, you shall not covet, and so 
on, are summed up in this single command: You must love 
your neighbour as yourself. Love is the one thing that cannot 
hurt your neighbour; that is why it is the answer to every one 
of the commandments. 
 

Gospel Acclamation: 2 Corinthians 5:19 
Alleluia, alleluia! God was in Christ, to reconcile the 
world to himself; and the Good News of reconciliation 
he has entrusted to us. Alleluia! 
 

Gospel: Matthew 18:15-20 
Jesus said to his disciples: 'If your brother does something 
wrong, go and have it out with him alone, between your two 
selves. If he listens to you, you have won back your brother. 
If he does not listen, take one or two others along with you: 
the evidence of two or three witnesses is required to sustain 
any charge. But if he refuses to listen to these, report it to the 
community; and if he refuses to listen to the community, treat 
him like a pagan or a tax collector. 'I tell you solemnly, 
whatever you bind on earth shall be considered bound in 
heaven; whatever you loose on earth shall be considered 
loosed in heaven. 'I tell you solemnly once again, if two of 
you on earth agree to ask anything at all, it will be granted to 
you by my Father in heaven. For where two or three meet in 
my name, I shall be there with them.' 

Gospel Reflection: SunAOrd23 Veronica Lawson rsm: 
'As we celebrate this first Sunday of the Season of Creation, 
we are conscious of the need for the human community to be 
reconciled with Earth and with all that inhabits our common 
home. The theme for the 2020 Season of Creation is “Jubilee 
for the Earth”. The Earth needs a rest from so much industrial 
activity, from the proliferation of single use plastic, from 
reliance on fossil fuels, from mindless consumption. The 
planet needs a “Rest” of biblical proportions, a Jubilee. Covid-
19 has given the planet a rest in some respects...' Should 
those who refuse to listen to the science on the climate crisis 
be shamed? Should the few who flaunt the restrictions 
necessitated by pandemic be shamed? Should they be 
deterred by heavy penalties? Or should we appeal to their 
better selves? Most agree that, while it is imperative that bad 
behaviour at every level be challenged, there is little to 
recommend the shaming of offenders. So, what does a just 
society do with its persistent offenders, with those whose 
behaviour continually disrupts the unity of a group on the one 
hand and the very future of life on the other? There is no 
easy answer. What does the gospel tradition say to this? 
Today’s gospel indicates that the power to deal with 
transgression is firmly in the hands of the community. All care 
must be taken to allow offenders to recognise their offences 

without being publically shamed. If that fails, the matter is 
referred to a group of witnesses, in line with Israel’s ancient 
legal practice (Deut 19:15). The next step is referral to the 
assembled community. Those who refuse to listen are to be 
treated as “Gentiles” or “tax-collectors”. Some scholars 
suggest that the Matthean Jesus is proposing expulsion of 
those who refuse to listen. Others that he is advocating the 
sort of compassionate approach he has personally shown to 
outsiders, to those in need of conversion. Since every one of 
us is in need of conversion in relation to planetary health, 
compassionate persistence is an attractive option.We do well 
to seek the wisdom of others. We have the assurance that 
Jesus, God-with-us, is present in the assembly. We also have 
the assurance that our failure to deal with transgression can 
leave perpetrators unreconciled, susceptible to reoffending. 
We need to “loose” the sins of those who acknowledge their 
offences. We are called to forgive them and thus set them 
free from the burden of their sins. While the gospel passage 
focusses on forgiveness, our first concern must be with those 
who suffer at the hands of offenders, including the Earth 
itself. We must “surrender to the sky [our] heart of anger “  
(James K. Baxter) and work actively to provide our planet and 
all of its inhabitants with the Jubilee it surely needs. 

Next Week’sGospel 24th Sunday: Matthew 18:21-35 
Peter went up to Jesus and said, 'Lord, how often must I 
forgive my brother if he wrongs me? As often as seven 
times?' Jesus answered, 'Not seven, I tell you, but seventy-
seven times. 'And so the kingdom of heaven may be 
compared to a king who decided to settle his accounts with 
his servants. When the reckoning began, they brought him a 
man who owed ten thousand talents; but he had no means of 
paying, so his master gave orders that he should be sold, 
together with his wife and children and all his possessions, to 
meet the debt. At this, the servant threw himself down at his 
master's feet. "Give me time," he said, "and I will pay the 
whole sum." And the servant's master felt so sorry for him 
that he let him go and cancelled the debt. Now as this servant 
went out, he happened to meet a fellow servant who owed 
him one hundred denarii; and he seized him by the throat and 
began to throttle him. "Pay what you owe me," he said. His 
fellow servant fell at his feet and implored him, saying, "Give 

me time and I will pay you." But the other would not agree; on 
the contrary, he had him thrown into prison till he should pay 
the debt. His fellow servants were deeply distressed when 
they saw what had happened, and they went to their master 
and reported the whole affair to him. Then the master sent for 
him. "You wicked servant," he said, "I cancelled all that debt 
of yours when you appealed to me. Were you not bound, 
then, to have pity on your fellow servant just as I had pity on 
you?" And in his anger the master handed him over to the 
torturers till he should pay all his debt. And that is how my 
heavenly Father will deal with you unless you each forgive 
your brother from your heart.'
