Social justice in an ageing society An
African proverb says, “The death of an old
person is like the loss of a library”. The
Australian Bishops concur that the wisdom
and lived experience of older people are
priceless treasures. Briefly, | wish to share
some stories from the library of elders | know,
and the wisdom | find there for our human
journey which is, of course, a spiritual
journey.
