Everybody has a place in ministry, where ‘ministry’ means
every activity that supports-makes real in our midst-the mission
of God.

And God's mission is universal; love everyone, especially the
young, the poor, the uneducated, the unheatthy, those who
cannot access any personal power.

Group power must speak for them! Importantly, the group is, by
definition, not the few. “Our parish has a social justice
committee,” is not enough. Being Christian means getting on
your feet, forming a critical mass that powerfully speaks truth to
empower.
