Cardinal calls for greater role for women in the Church

Catholic bishops are not fully utilizing Church law to 
maximize the role of women in decision-making ca-
pacities, Indian Cardinal Oswald Gracias of Mumbai 
said yesterday.   Source: Crux. 
 
While acknowledging that women are unable to hear 
confession, say Mass, or administer confirmation, “she 
can do practically everything else”, Cardinal Gracias 
said. “Women can even 
be in charge of a parish 
according to Church law.” 
 
The cardinal’s remarks came during a press briefing 
as the Synod of Bishops on the Amazon nears its final 
conclusion this week, where the role of women in the 
Church has been a repeated theme as the Church con-
siders how to better respond to the pastoral needs of 
the Amazon region. 
 
“We must use all of this,” he added, noting that Pope 
Francis “very [much] wants decentralization,” and for 
bishops to enact changes where they can already do 
so without the permission of the Holy See. 
 
In addition to being the archbishop of Mumbai, Car-
dinal Gracias serves on Francis’s Council of Cardinal 
Advisors. 
 
The role of women in the Church dominated much of 
yesterday’s press conference with several of the other 
representatives from the Amazon speaking for the 
need for concrete and tangible action, while steering 
clear of addressing the question of women’s ordina-

tion to the diaconate, which is anticipated to be ad-
dressed in some form in the Synod’s final document. 
 
Bishop Ricardo Ernesto Centellas Guzmán of Potosí, Bo-
livia, who heads the country’s bishops’ conference, also 
called for a change in “mindset” when it comes to wom-
en in the Church. 
 
“We all have to change our mentality to make sure 
participation of women becomes authentic and that is 
equitable and fair,” he said. 
 
Sr Roselei Bertoldo, a nun from Brazil who works in hu-
man trafficking, echoed his words, telling reporters that 
the structure of the Church is often focused on men when 
it comes to questions of authority. 
 
“We want to become the protagonist in this process,” 
she said. “We will not keep silent. We want space, and 
we will start building a space.” 
 
The Synod of Bishops on the Amazon is set to conclude 
with a Mass on Sunday.

Jesus entered Jericho and was going through the town when a 
man whose name was Zacchaeus made his appearance; he was 
one of the senior tax collectors and a wealthy man. He was anx-
ious to see what kind of man Jesus was, but he was too short and 
could not see him for the crowd; so he ran ahead and climbed a 
sycamore tree to catch a glimpse of Jesus who was to pass that 
way. When Jesus reached the spot he looked up and spoke to 
him: ‘Zacchaeus, come down. Hurry, because I must stay at your 
house today.’ And he hurried down and welcomed him joyfully. 
They all complained when they saw what was happening. ‘He 
has gone to stay at a sinner’s house’ they said. But Zacchaeus 
stood his ground and said to the Lord, ‘Look, sir, I am going to 
give half my property to the poor, and if I have cheated any-
body I will pay him back four times the amount.’ And Jesus said 
to him, ‘Today salvation has come to this house, because this man 
too is a son of Abraham; for the Son of Man has come to seek 
out and save what was lost.’

________________________________________ 
GOSPEL REFLECTION 
 
Through nine or ten chapters of the gospel of Luke and over sev-
eral months we have been following the journey of Jesus towards 
Jerusalem. In today’s gospel, Jesus has drawn very near to Jeru-
salem – Jericho is just a short distance from Jerusalem – and Je-
sus is moving steadily closer to the Passion of his final days. 
 
Zacchaeus is as keen as the rest of Jericho to see Jesus as he 
passes through the town. However, because he is so short he can’t 
see past the crowd and because he is a despised tax collector, 
no one was going to make room for him to see. He goes to the 
extreme length of climbing a tree just to catch a glimpse of Jesus. 
Like other characters in the gospel, his determination to simply 
catch sight of Jesus is an indication of his readiness to accept the 
message of Jesus. Because of his evident willingness to welcome 
the message of Jesus into his life, Jesus prompts Zacchaeus to 
welcome Jesus into his home. The readiness of Jesus to enter into 
the house of someone regarded as a sinner causes great scandal 
among the onlookers. What’s more, Jesus is prepared to eat with 
this man as well – a sign of complete acceptance. The welcome 
of Zacchaeus meets the welcome of God. 
 
Jesus declares that salvation has come to Zacchaeus’ house and 
that he is a son of Abraham – one of the faithful. His words are 
directed to the crowd, not Zacchaeus. They are so determined to 
draw lines between those who are acceptable and those who are 
not that they have failed to notice what Jesus has taught all 
along – that faith can flourish in all people and is not determined 
by their social status.

ALL MINISTERS SHOULD TRY TO BE AT THE CHURCH AT LEAST TEN MINUTES 
BEFORE MASS AND ADVISE THE PRIEST THAT YOU ARE THERE.  THIS GIVES 
HIM TIME TO ARRANGE A SUBSTITUTE IF THAT HAS NOT ALREADY BEEN 
DONE.  ALL MINISTERS ARE TO PROCESS IN AND OUT WITH THE PRIEST
