Throughout this liturgical year we 
have examined several aspects of 
our faith. We have pondered the 
history of our salvation, the merci-
ful compassion of God, God's will-
ingness to lead us out of the bond-
age of our addictions. We have 
meditated often and long on the 
person of Jesus, on his life and 
death, on the meaning of his sacri-
fice, on his resurrection, on his in-
fluence in our lives today.

Have we accepted more 
genuinely the Christian responsi-
bilities that are ours as baptised 
followers of Christ, in our own 
personal lives, in our families, in 

our relationships with others, at 
the workplace? To what degree 
have we been transformed into 
Christ? How open have we be-
come to the action of the Spirit in 
our lives? Have we been made a 
new creation? And do we recog-
nise Christ in our midst?
