
FIRST READING from the Acts of the Apostles

On the day of Pentecost, Peter stood up with the
Eleven and addressed the crowd in a loud voice: ‘Men
of Israel, listen to what I am going to say: Jesus the
Nazarene was a man commended to you by God by
the miracles and portents and signs that God worked
through him when he was among you, as you all know.
This man, who was put into your  power by the deliber-
ate intention and foreknowledge of God, you took and
had crucified by men outside the Law. You killed him,
but God raised him to life, freeing him from the pangs
of Hades; for it was impossible for him to be held in its
power since, as David says of him:

I saw the Lord before me always,
for with him at my right hand nothing can shake me.
So my heart was glad
and my tongue cried out with joy:
my body, too, will rest in the hope
that you will not abandon my soul to Hades
nor allow your holy one to experience corruption.
You have made known the way of life to me,
you will fill me with gladness through your presence.

‘Brothers, no one can deny that the patriarch David
himself is dead and buried: his tomb is still with us. But
since he was a prophet, and knew that God had sworn
him an oath to make one of his descendants succeed
him on the throne, what he foresaw and spoke about
was the resurrection of the Christ: he is the one who
was not abandoned to Hades, and whose body did
not experience corruption. God raised this man Jesus
to life, and all of us are witnesses to that. Now raised to
the heights by God’s right hand, he has received from
the Father the Holy Spirit, who was promised, and what
you see and hear is the outpouring of that Spirit.’

If you are acknowledging as your Father one who has
no favourites and judges everyone according to what
he has done, you must be scrupulously careful as long
as you are living away from your home. Remember,
the ransom that was paid to free you from the useless
way of life your ancestors handed down was not paid
in anything corruptible, neither in silver nor gold, but in
the precious blood of a lamb without spot or stain,
namely Christ; who, though known since before the
world was made, has been revealed only in our time,
the end of the ages, for your sake. Through him you
now have faith in God, who raised him from the dead
and gave him glory for that very reason – so that you
would have faith and hope in God.

This story is the story of each one of us at Mass. Each
Mass is structured on the Road to Emmaus travelogue.
Two men set off on a journey of their own making. At
the beginning of Mass we confess that we have gone
off course.
The traveller helps the men on the road to Emmaus
nunderstand what had happened to Jesus of Nazareth
by showing God’s plan revealed in the Hebrew Scrip-
tures. In the Liturgy of the Word, we hear Scriptures
expounded, revealing more fully the true identity of
Jesus of Nazareth. Every so often you will experience
the burning sensation in your heart as something that is
said hits home.
The traveller takes bread, blesses it, and gives it to them
to eat. In that moment of bread-sharing, the two men
recognised their travelling companion as the Risen
Lord. Eat the bread consecrated at Mass, and we
receive into our very being the Divine Companion for
our journey through life.
We could pause for a moment to thank God for the
privilege at every Mass of having our eyes opened so
that we recognise Our Risen Lord Jesus Christ in the
breaking of the bread.
