Reflection 

This week we join religious 
communities around the world 
in prayer for those affected by 
the terrible events in Christ-
church. 
  
The New Zealand Catholic Bish-
ops Conference issued the fol-
lowing message of solidarity 
over the weekend:  
  
We hold you in prayer as we 
hear the terrible news of vio-
lence against Muslims at 
mosques in Christchurch. We 
are profoundly aware of the 
positive relationships we have 
with Islamic people in this 
land, and we are particularly 
horrified that this has hap-
pened at a place and time of 
prayer. We are deeply sad-
dened that people have been 
killed and injured, and our 
hearts go out to them, their 
families and wider community. 
We wish you to be aware of our 
solidarity with you in the face 
of such violence. 
 Peace, Salaam.  
 

Alongside the terrible stories of 
pain and loss, we also hold in 
our minds the stories of courage 
and love - including the large 
numbers of people from all 
faiths who turned out at 

mosques across New Zealand 
and Australia to express their 
solidarity with Muslim commu-
nities. Their response reminds 
us that there is more that brings 
us together than separates us as 
human beings.  
 

As Pope Francis said during 
his visit to Abu Dhabi in 
February, 'God is at the origin 
of the one human family'.  

 'We cannot honour the Creator 
without cherishing the sacred-
ness of every person and of 
every human life: each person is 
equally precious in the eyes of 
God, who does not look upon 
the human family with a prefer-
ential gaze that excludes, but 
with a benevolent gaze that in-
cludes...  In the name of God 
the Creator, therefore, every 
form of violence must be con-
demned without hesitation.
