Future Governance of Em-
manuel College:

At the beginning of 2018 it was
announced that the Christian
Brothers intended to withdraw
from sponsorship of Em-
manuel College. Since the deci-
sion of the Christian Brothers
to withdraw, the College Gover-
nors have worked with the
Board of Management to dis-
cern the most appropriate form
of  governance for the fu-
ture. St Joseph’s Parish and the
Institute of Sisters of Mercy of
Australia & Papua New Guinea
will continue, in the interim, to
be the joint sponsors of the
College. A Memorandum of
Understanding has been pre-
pared and will guide the transi-
tion of the College’s governance
to Mercy Education Limited.
The transition process is un-
derway and whilst the final
date of transfer has not been
determined, it will be no later
than 15t January 2021.
