Dear friends, In the gospel, we see that the 
risen Jesus appears to his disciples and they 
believe him. But Thomas doubts it. He 
wants to be sure and demands proof. Thom-
as missed the first appearance of the risen 
Jesus because he wanted to be alone and 
separated from the community of the apos-
tles. The same thing would happen to us, 
when we withdraw from our faith communi-
ty, hence we miss great relationships and 
opportunities of meeting Jesus. Here we 
have to admire Thomas’ honesty. He is not 
playing with words just to impress Jesus and 
win his sympathy. He wants to be certain 
and speaks his mind. He is truthful. Jesus 
respects his honesty and genuineness, he 
grants his request. Then he surrenders him-
self to Jesus, going all the way for him and 
expressing his profound faith in a remarka-
ble way: ‘My Lord and my God’.  Jesus 
knows our human limitations; we first have 
to accept them and genuinely seek help 
from God like Thomas. Jesus offers his 
peace to us, his gift of faith and the restora-
tion of the relationship between God and 
us. So through our personalities or human 
nature we may have avoided our Sunday 
gathering and community worship, hence 
have lost the relationship with God. Let us 
now genuinely and truthfully surrender our-
selves to God like Thomas and confess: My 
Lord and my God. Then He will offer us His 
peace and the gift of faith that we need for 
our witnessing life - Neville.
