Did you Know?: Points of interest and Catholic lore. A solemn procession from the house of the
bride’s father to the house of the bridegroom was an important part of the Jewish wedding ceremony. These
bridesmaids are a ‘guard of honour’ to greet the groom on his return with his bride. Sometimes problems
with the marriage contract or the unhurried exchange of gifts between families lead to long delays in their
return. Jesus referred to himself as a bridegroom (Mk 2:19-20) and the Church is sometimes referred to as
the bride of Christ.

Marriage Tip: When was the last time the two of you laughed so hard you cried? Think of a way to help
your honey laugh today — even if it’s embarrassing.
