“special meal” helps us to remember and give thanks.  Like a family meal, the Mass is a time when 

we gather to share, to talk, to listen and to be nourished: we do this in the presence of Jesus and we 

learn what it means to follow him. 

AIMS: 

1. To help the children become aware that a celebration can recall a past event and make the 

past present. 

2. To help the children see the Eucharist as a meal they share in memory of Jesus. 

3. To assist the children to discover the “remembering” and “thanksgiving” dimensions of the
