Making Connections: What gifts do you bring to Christ and the Church?  Gifts establish a 
special relationship between the giver and receiver.  We sometimes call them ‘presents’ 

because they somehow make the giver present to the one who receives.  Often it is the 

simplest of gifts which are treasured because they recall to us someone we love.  How is 

Christ ‘present’ to you?

Marriage Tip:   It’s a new year – a chance to start over. What’s one change you’d like to make for the 

better? Tell your spouse. He/she can keep you honest and accountable.
