A Prayer of praise and petition: the Hail May: Archbishop Peter Comensoli 

Dear friends, during this month of May ... traditionally a month that we take up this particular devotion to our 

Blessed Mother Mary, who comes under so many different titles: Our Mother, Our Lady, Queen of Peace, Help of 

Christians, and so on. But most particularly in this month, we have the opportunity to just reflect a little on the great 

prayer that involves our Blessed Mother, and that is the Hail Mary. 

The Hail Mary, as you might know, is basically a prayer of praise and petition. The first part, ‘Hail Mary full of grace’, 

is the praise part, and the second part, the ‘Holy Mary, Mother of God’, is the petition part to that prayer. But in this 

month of Mary, this prayer of the Hail Mary is, in a sense, the foundation of our devotion, and I encourage you to 

take it up within your families at home, or for those of you who might be in one of our schools, you can do it in your 

classroom. Anywhere ... we can take up this prayer of praise and petition to our Blessed Mother. 

And so let’s do so together now: 

Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. 

Blessed art thou among women and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus.

Laudato Si’ Week is a celebration held 

annually in May to mark the 

anniversary of Pope Francis’ landmark 

encyclical on caring for creation. 

Love Is Stronger that Hope  - Brian McLaren 

If we can see a likely path to our desired outcome, we have hope; if we can 

see no possible path to our desired outcome, we have despair. If we are 

unsure whether there is a possible path or not, we keep hope alive, but it 

remains vulnerable to defeat if that path is closed.  When our prime motive is 

love, a different logic comes into play. We find courage and confidence, not in 

the likelihood of a good outcome, but in our commitment to love. Love may 

or may not provide a way through to a solution to our predicament, but it will 

provide a way forward in our predicament, one step into the unknown at a 

time. Sustained by this fierce love (as my friend Jacqui Lewis calls it), we may 

persevere long enough that, to our surprise, a new way may appear where 

there had been no way. At that point, we will have reasons for hope again. 

But even if hope never returns, we will live by love through our final breath.
