Vale Fr Gerald O’ Collins S.J. AC (nephew of Bishop O’ Collins R.I.P., and  1st Cousin of  

Dr Jim McCarthy R.I.P).  “I was privileged to be a student at Corpus Christi College: Glen Waverley 

 & Clayton when Fr Gerry lectured us in Theology (Christology – Ecclesiology Christ Church)  

Foundations of Theology specializing in the ‘The Resurrection’.  We were in that era of the early 1970’s were graced, 

 honored & spiritually enriched by magnificent lecturers, spirited guides & graced men of the church (MO’T).

His skills as a writer and communicator enabled him to express this powerful synthesis in an 

attractive and accessible way. As we bid farewell to Fr Gerald O’Collins SJ, we give thanks for his life and 

witness.

2: Catholic Theological College and the University of Divinity mourn the passing of our esteemed colleague, 

Professor Gerald O’Collins SJ AC. Fr Gerald was a churchman and scholar of international and national 

significance, and his great capacities for scholarship, friendship, networking and supporting future generations 

of theologians and believers will be sorely missed.
