the needs of those people who are in your care this week.

Did You Know?: The Latin word for shepherd is pastor. It is from this word that we
derive many of the terms used in the church for people with a special role: pastor or priest, pastoral
care, pastoral associate, pastoral council. These roles always imply a duty of love and care towards
those whom one is responsible.

Exploring the Word: This text in John’s Gospel is set in Jerusalem, while Jesus is there for the
Feast of Dedication (John 10:22), a feast celebrating the presence of God in the temple. The temple
was not just a building for Israel. It was the visible place where God dwelt in the heart of God’s
people; to go to the temple and worship was to ‘approach God’. Jesus is teaching something
completely new here. He stands within the temple precinct and declares that it is only through him
and through hearing his voice that people can come to the Father. The voice of Jesus is both seen
and heard in the events of his life, death and resurrection. It is through all these
events that the ways of God are made known to us.
