GOSPEL:

Jesus said to the chief priests and the elders
of the people: 'Listen to another parable.
There was a man, a landowner, who planted
a vineyard; he fenced it round, dug a
winepress in it and built a tower; then he
leased it to tenants and went abroad. When
vintage time drew near he sent his servants
to the tenants to collect his produce. But the
tenants seized his servants, thrashed one,
killed another and stoned a third. Next he
sent some more servants, this time a larger
number, and they dealt with them in the
same way. Finally he sent his son to them.
"They will respect my son," he said. But
when the tenants saw the son, they said to
each other, "This is the heir. Come on, let us
kill him and take over his inheritance." So
they seized him and threw him out of the
vineyard and killed him. Now when the
owner of the vineyard comes, what will he
do to those tenants?' They answered, 'He
will bring those wretches to a wretched end
and lease the vineyard to other tenants who
will deliver the produce to him when the
season arrives.' Jesus said to them, 'Have
you never read in the scriptures:

It was the stone rejected by the builders
that became the keystone.

This was the Lord's doing

and it is wonderful to see?'l tell you, then,
that the kingdom of God will be taken from
you and given to a people who will produce
its fruit.'

PLENARY COUNCIL

Discernment Papers: The six discernment papers
have been released and are available to be

read. The National Plenary Facilitation Team will
soon release resources to assist parishes and
communities to explore each of the papers. Here in
the diocese, we will endeavour to look at one paper
for a month. For the month of September we will
look at HOW IS GOD CALLING US TO BE A CHRIST-
CENTRED CHURCH IN AUSTRALIA THAT IS Prayerful
& Eucharistic? The Listening and Dialogue responses
revealed the deep faith, integrity and sincerity of all
the people who gave of themselves in their
offerings. The responses included divergent opinions
on various topics. At the same time, they showed a
common faith in Christ and a common desire to
follow his teaching in love of God and love of
neighbour. They demonstrated a commitment to
living the gospel of Christ and sharing the gospel
with others, even in the midst of a largely secular
culture. They expressed a love for the community of
the Church, despite the well-documented failings of
members of the community. They showed a desire
to be a Christ-centred Church that is prayerful and
Eucharistic. Have a read of the discernment paper,
