It is a
feature of the Gospel of Mark that the
accomplishment of miracles is associated
with the faith of those involved. The
section of the gospel that surrounds this
passage deals with the lack of faith and
understanding displayed by the disciples.
The home town experience is a lesson to
the disciples that in the absence of faith,
the ministry of Jesus and those who follow
him will falter. Only those who truly believe
can participate in this ministry and share
in the miraculous works of Jesus.

Bishop Paul offers this update following discussions about ribbons on the cathedral fence.

In March this year, LOUD fence ribbons were removed from the St Patrick’s Cathedral fence following
consultations between members of LOUD fence and representatives of St Patrick’s Cathedral Parish,
to allow maintenance work to be undertaken.

With maintenance work on the fence completed, Bishop Paul, together with representatives of the Parish
Council and LOUD fence have announced a next step to be taken while discussions about a long-term
memorial continue. We hope that the memorial will provide ongoing recognition of those who experience the
ongoing impacts of child sexual abuse, be a reminder for the continuing attention to safeguarding children
and vulnerable people in the community and promote healing across the Ballarat community. As an interim
arrangement, ribbons will be placed on a dedicated section of the cathedral fence on Sturt Street.

Parish representatives with LOUD fence members gathered at 11 am on Saturday July 6th to tie ribbons to
the dedicated section of fence.
