We Are Given What We Choose 
  
For 2000 years we’ve been living in the final 
chapter of an amazing story. Before it ends, 
Jesus wants us to get positioned for what’s 
next even as we live in the undeniable con-
text of what’s now. 
  
For instance, we’re tempted to feel pretty 
good if we don’t kill or commit adultery. Not 
bad, eh Lord? The religious folk of Jesus’ 
time said the same thing because they led 
morally correct lives according to the law. 
Don’t kid yourself,  

Jesus advises. Claiming righteousness now 
puts us in a bad position for the dawning 
kingdom. The truth is we’re ALL sinners in 
need of forgiveness. “Who needs a doctor: 
the healthy or the sick?” Jesus asks later in 
Matthew, “I’m after mercy, not religion” (9:12-
13). 
  
In light of this, it’s better to settle our differ-
ences than to maintain conflicts. Reconcilia-
tion is key: that’s why it’s a sacrament! It’s a 
visible sign of the inward reality of the king-
dom. But to claim it, we have to practice it. 
Only by living forgiveness do we experience 
it. 
  
In what ways do you tend to see yourself 
as a pretty good person? How does “self-
righteousness” teach you about the 
deeper reality of sin we all live with? 
  
Make conscious choices this week. See the 
difference between what’s passing and 
what’s important. In the light of the for-
giveness given to you, choose to be forgiv-
ing.

Report from last Plenary Gathering 

16 people Prayerful and Eucharistic 

The groups all had the feeling that we need change, 

however the thing that was to be the outcome of the 

change was viewed differently. 

Whilst there was some fear and trepidation with the form 

of change, change was seen to be necessary, encour-

aged, prepared for and maybe some divisions that would 

need to be worked through.  The need to listen to every-

one and accept differences in what Christ is asking of 

each of us in our daily lives. A common theme was that 

community is a very important part of our prayer were we 

work as a group to accept difference through interaction 

which is expected to lead to better outcome for all.  Work 

with other churches (not only catholic) to work on pro-

jects within and without the local community.   

The first view of some is to increase the reverence within 

the church, by praying together and asking for divine 

help to live better lives. 

A second view was that the church needs to be modern-

ised to today’s ways and expectations. 

It was seen as a heaver responsibility to enable both 
concepts to be viable and enable the behaviour of the 

church a challenge to the community for the mind, body 
and spirit.  The common thread was to listen and accept 

difference.
