“Thank You” for Generosity of 

Parishioners Over Christmas Season. 

------------------------------------------------- 
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The Church in Australia will celebrate Word of God Sunday on February 6 this year. 
Pope Francis, in instituting this event, set it down for the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time. In Australia, however, a 

date falling at the end of January risked being lost in the summer holidays and preparations for the return to 

school. Consequently, the Australian bishops have set down the first Sunday in February as Word of God Sunday. 

** After almost 2 Years when Covid Restrictions have had an impact on some Mass 

Procedures including the “Carrying in Procession the Word of God’ – I ask that from next 

weekend February 5th & 6th the Lector (Reader) again report into the Sacristy before Mass 

and Carry the Lectionary in Procession with the Celebrant.  Thus, the Celebrant will know 

we have a Lector etc. for the Masses.  

**We will also resume Procession of ‘Bread & Wine at the Offertory Time. 

**Holy Water always available in Sacristy for personal home use. 

----------------------------------------------------------------------------- 

Towards the end of 2019, Pope Francis instituted a Sunday of the Word of God. This was put down for 

the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time. He chose this date because it is close to when the Week of Prayer 

for Christian Unity is celebrated in the northern hemisphere. This timing is quite impractical for Australia. 

The dates get mixed up with the final weeks of the summer holidays, the return to school and the 

celebration of Australia Day. The Australian bishops have decided to keep it close to Pope Francis’ day, so 

it will be the first Sunday in February. In fact, there were two documents about Scripture released by the 

Holy See on 30 September – one in 2019 and the other in 2020. They mark the 1600th anniversary of the 

death of St Jerome, the great Scripture scholar who prepared the definitive translation of the Bible into 

Latin. The first document institutes the Sunday of the Word of God. The second gives an account of St 

Jerome, his scholarship, his faith and his “living and tender love” of the Word of God. Jerome is proposed 

as a model for inculturating the Gospel and discovering Christ for our time. Most are no doubt familiar 

with the saying of Vatican II: “the Church has always venerated the divine Scriptures as she has 

venerated the Lord’s body … offering people the bread of life from the one table of the Word of 

God and the body of Christ (Dei Verbum 21).”  
The first Sunday in February is to be devoted to the celebration, study and dissemination of the Word of 

God. Let us embrace Sunday of the Word of God to help us launch our new year with a deeper and 

richer encounter with the Risen Lord.
