The ICMC council’s 53 voting members, who repre-
sent national bishops conferences in as many coun-
tries, elected Anne Therese Gallagher as the com-
mission’s president in Rome on March 8. 
 

The ICMC protects and serves uprooted people 
including refugees, asylum-seekers, internally dis-
placed people, victims of human trafficking and 
migrants, regardless of faith, race, ethnicity or na-
tionality. Founded in 1951, it has staff and pro-
grams in over 50 countries. 
 

Dr Gallagher is an expert on migration, human 
rights and the administration of criminal justice and 
her experience spans more than 25 years and over 
40 countries of Africa, the Americas, Europe, the 
Middle East and Asia. 
 

Dr Gallagher began her international career in 
1992 as a legal officer with the United Nations. 
From 1998, to 2002 she was senior adviser to 
Mary Robinson, High Commissioner for Human 
Rights, playing a key role in development of inter-
national laws and policies and coordinating UN 
agencies to that end. 
 

Since 2002, Dr Gallagher has continued to work 
closely with the UN while holding multiple leader-
ship positions, including within the world’s largest 
criminal justice intervention against trafficking 
(2003-present). Her posts include co-chair of the 
International Bar Association’s Presidential Task-
force on Human Trafficking; member of the Interna-
tional Migration Organisation’s Migration Advisory 
Board; and academic adviser to Doughty St Cham-
bers (the UK’s leading civil liberties law firm). 
 

A practicing Catholic, Dr Gallagher has been in-
volved in the Vatican’s efforts to address human 
trafficking and is a member of the Sydney Archdio-
cese’s taskforce on Modern Slavery. 
 

She has received multiple awards for her work 
including: Australian Freedom Award (2011); US 
Government Trafficking in Persons Hero (2012); 
Australian National University Alumni of the Year 
(2013); and Peace Woman of the Year (2015). In 
2012, she was appointed Officer of the Order of 
Australia for her distinguished service to law and 
human rights.

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION: 
 

I can observe a baby, but the parents ‘see’ 
their baby very differently. They gaze with 
total fascination, trying to perceive what 
this little bundle of flesh is really all about, 
trying to get an insight into its personality, 
visualising a possible future, hoping for a 
response. 
 
This Gospel passage begins with a request 
from some Greeks ‘to see Jesus’, surely in 
all the ways parents see their baby. They 
were trying to perceive what this Jesus was 
really all about, trying to get an insight 
into his personality, imagining a possible 
future, hoping for a response. 
 
And there was a response full of allusions 
to the future. 
 
Jesus was as a grain of wheat. He died 
and was buried in the earth and that death 
was fruitful for the whole of humankind. 
He foresaw being nailed to the cross which 
would be dropped upright into a hole in 
the ground. 
 
Our Lord says of that scene: ‘When I am 
lifted up I will draw all people to myself.’ 
How were people drawn to this scene? 
 
People saw the length to which Jesus was 
prepared to go in order to persevere in his 
mission to live out the message that his 
Heavenly Father was full of mercy and 
wanted all people to share in Divine Life. 
This led to his being lifted up on the cross, 
being buried in the ground like a grain of 
wheat, only to rise to new life. 
 
We could take a moment to pray that we 
will shortly see all this with the eyes of 
faith as we participate in the rituals of 
Good Friday and Easter.

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 LOVE HIM OR HATE HIM, FRANCIS IS RELEVANT

    As Pope Francis yesterday marked the five-year anni-
versary of his election, views of where his papacy stands 
often tell us more about the observer than the pontiff be-
ing observed, writes John Allen. Source:Crux. 
 
If, for example, one is the kind of Catholic convinced that 

in a confused and troubled world, the most important quality a pope can deliver is doctri-
nal and moral clarity, then Francis may not score terribly well. Yet for a Catholic who be-
lieves the Church had become overly rigid and ossified prior to Francis’s election, exces-
sively focused on a narrow canon of contentious moral issues, then this pope may loom 
as a titanic success story. 
 
If resolving the Church’s sexual abuse scandals is the only test of effective papal leader-
ship, Francis gets one assessment; if the emphasis is on his adherence to the vision of the 
Second Vatican Council (1962-65), it’s another; and so on, almost indefinitely. 
 
Amid the rattle and hum of clashing worldviews and agenda, is there anything that can 
be said about Francis’s record after five years that’s truly objective? Perhaps it’s this: Love 
this maverick Pope or hate him, he’s undeniably relevant. 
 
Pope Francis is culturally relevant in a surprising diversity of places, where his unconven-
tional style and speech, combined with his message of mercy, continue to draw wide at-
tention and commentary. Even when embattled and under fire, Francis remains a magnet 
for the media. 
 
Francis is also politically relevant, with governments around the world tracking his priori-
ties closely, and politicians of all stripes seeking to exploit his charisma for their causes. 
 
Finally, Francis is ecclesiastically relevant. Every major debate in the Church today, no 
matter where one stands, comes down to what someone makes of the Pope’s leadership. 
 
Those measures don’t automatically tell you whether Francis is taking the Church in the 
right direction, or if he’s setting the right priorities in terms of its engagement with the 
world. 
 
Yet what these indices of relevance do suggest is that however one adjudicates the rights 
and wrongs of this papacy, it matters - it matters to the world, it matters to the world’s 
leaders, and it matters to the Church Francis was called to lead five years ago.
