WELCOME TO LENT 2022: We’re reminded: 1. Abstinence from meat, and fasting are observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday for all who have completed their 18th year and have not yet begun their 60th year. All who have completed their 14th year are asked to abstain from meat. 2. On the Fridays of Lent, we’re asked to do one of the following: (a) prayer – e.g. Mass attendance; family prayer; Bible reading; making the Stations of the Cross; praying the Rosary. (b) self-denial – e.g. not eating meat; not eating sweets or dessert; giving up things to spend time with others; limiting food and drink so as to give to the poor. (c) helping others – for example, someone poor, sick, elderly, lonely or overburdened. Lent lasts from Ash Wednesday till the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on 1st April then on Good Friday and, if possible until the Easter Vigil, the Easter fast is observed.
