               Reflection on the Gospel 

Shortly after I took up a five-year term as elected leader of my reli-

gious congregation, I handed the members of my council an article 

about leaving office gracefully. They objected that we had only be-

gun our ministry of leadership. What was I suggesting? I was con-

vinced then as now that gospel-inspired leadership requires one to  

hold one’s position lightly, ever aware that leadership is a service for 

a time with an opportunity to create or maintain the conditions for all 

in the community. Leaders can only call their members to authentic 

living of their commitment if their own lives are congruent with what 

they profess.  

Today’s gospel has particular relevance for all in positions of authori-

ty. Appointment or election to such positions is not for the sake of sta-

tus or self. Neither does specialised knowledge associated with such 

roles bring with it the right to special privileges. Sadly, both civic and 

religious leaders can easily develop a sense of entitlement that shifts 

the exercise of their authority from service to privilege and oppres-

sion. That seems to have been the case for certain religious leaders in 

1st century Palestine. 

Within Second Temple Judaism, Pharisees were the respected teach-

ers and interpreters of the Law of Moses. Some abused their positions 

and so became the subject of Jesus’ scathing and cumulative criti-

cism. They exploited their specialised knowledge to exercise power 

over the people and create intolerable burdens while at the same 

time failing to observe their own rules. They sought the adulation of 

the people through their exaggerated and ostentatious observance 

of certain religious customs. They are accused of broadening their 

phylacteries, the little leather boxes containing the words of the She-

ma (Deuteronomy 6:5) that observant Jews bound to their heads and 

arms, and of lengthening the tassles attached to their cloaks (in ob-

servance of Deuteronomy 22:12). They looked for special treatment, 

for places and titles of honour, and for public recognition.
