Focus on the Scriptures

Today'’s liturgy brings to an end the yearly liturgical cycle and
concludes with the great festival honouring Christ as King. This is
quite a recent Feast day, inaugurated in 1925 by Pope Pius XI. This
was a time in our world’s history when the first Great War was
over, but there were signs in Europe that peace was illusory. The
feast was to be a reminder that though world powers may fail,
there is a power for peace within the world that will not fail. The
reign of Christ has been established, and the values of peace
and justice are possible for those who seek this reign of God.

While the world seeks power through pomp and display, Jesus
displays the power of God's reign on a Cross. The values of this
world, which lead to the horrors of Gallipoli, Hiroshima,
Cambodia, Croatia, need to be turned upside down for true
peace to break out. Wars begin with greed and selfishness,
whether on a world scale or the wars within the family home.
Peace begins where there is generosity, forgiveness and concern
about others. This is the ‘kingdom’ that Jesus came to offer and
the power that we celebrate in today’s feast.
