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Eucharist in Scripture

The gospel of John does not include
any account of Jesus taking bread and
wine and urging the disciples to ‘do this
in mMmemory of me’. The three synoptic
Sospels. however, all feature these actions
and words, as does Paul’'s first letter to the
Corinthians, which predates all of the
Sospels. Rather than using these words of
institution, the gospel of John includes an
entire chapter much earlier in the gospel
in which Jesus theologises about the
image of himself as the Bread of Life. It is
this discourse, more than the Last Supper
accounts, that provides much of the
theological understanding of Eucharist.
