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DO THIS TG celebrates the central celebration of Christianity — the Eucharist. All three read-

each Mass. The words used today are the very same words that have been used
in the Church for two millennia.

Rather than a gospel account of the Last Supper to celebrate the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ, we are
presented with what is widely regarded as another ‘eucharistic’ story from the gospel of Luke. The feeding of
the five thousand with five loaves and two fish is regarded as a eucharistic story because it was a clear example
of God’s presence in a miraculous meal. All of the meal stories in the gospel of Luke are instructive for the audi-
ence. Whenever the gospel writer refers to a meal, the meal is used to teach about the reign of God. The gos-
pel writer uses meals to demonstrate who is welcome in the reign of God. Like in today’s gospel, the author of
Luke’s gospel was keen to show that the reign of God is available to anyone who wishes to be a part of it. The
reign of God is inclusive and welcoming; no one will be turned away.
