A Vote For The Voiceless
From a statement by the Catholic Bishops of Australia on the
election (www.catholic.org.au)
“Australians are again going to the polls. We do so thankful
that the electoral process will be free of the violence found
elsewhere. Our political system may have its problems but
we have a stable democracy, which is not to be taken for
granted. Nor is the quality of those who put themselves
forward for election to the Federal parliament. We are in
their debt for their willingness to serve ... The economy of
course is important and there does need to be sound
management. But, as Pope Francis has pointed out, there is
also a danger that the economy can become a kind of false
god to which even human beings have to be sacrificed.
