course is important and there does need to be sound
management. But, as Pope Francis has pointed out, there is
also a danger that the economy can become a kind of false
god to which even human beings have to be sacrificed. This
leads to what the Pope has called the throwaway culture — a
culture of over-consumption where all kinds of things are
thrown away, wasted, even human beings ... Among the
people discarded in this throwaway culture are these:
Refugees and asylum seekers ... Indigenous peoples ...
survivors of sexual abuse ... those who suffer family violence
those in the womb ...the elderly ... those suffering
mental illness those suffering addiction ... the
desperately poor beyond our shores ... any society is
ultimately judged not on how well it manages the economy
but on how well it treats the thrown-away people.
... Economic decisions have been less and less favourable to
families in recent years; and it may be that political decisions
in the future will undermine further the dignity and
uniqueness of marriage as a lifelong union of man and
woman ... Pope Francis has said that the earth too cries out
for justice at this time ... Now is the time to act, so that the
natural environment is able to meet human needs ... [this]
does mean treating it with respect and seeing it as a gift to
be received gratefully rather than as a resource to be
plundered at will ...
We hope that ... our vote may be a vote in favour of a
community where no-one is thrown away, where all the
voices are heard and all the faces seen.”
