Focus on the Scripture
The judge in this story only gives in to the

distraught widow when she threatens ‘to give
him a black eye' (in the Greek)! Jesus
is not saying God is like the judge who needs to
be battered into submission. Jesus is saying we
need to pray like that widow.

Think of what widows in Syria or Irag are praying
for tonight. Then think of one’s own prayer. God is
not the slightest bit interested in my usual trivial,
self-promofting prayers. But He is interested in my
being such a woeful pray-er and wants to
change me.

Recall an incident of really urgent, intense
prayer. Most likely, it was to do with a traumatic
accident or fatal disease of a baby, of a spouse,
of a parent too young. Apply that infense urgency to those in the world
crying out: ‘give us this day our daily bread’. In short, pray The Lord’s
Prayer with meaning.

We could pause for a moment to pray to live out the consequences of
the ‘Our Father’ lest we are threatened with a black eye!
