REFLECTION Fr Michael Tate

We want to see Jesus

I can observe a baby, but the parents ‘see’ their baby very differently. They gaze with total fascination, trying to
perceive what this little bundle of flesh is really all about, trying to get an insight into its personality,
visualising a possible future, hoping for a response. This Gospel passage begins with a request from some
Greeks “to see Jesus’, surely in all the ways parents see their baby. They were trying to perceive what this Jesus
was really all about, trying to get an insight into his personality, imagining a possible future, hoping for a
response. And there was a response full of allusions to the future. Jesus was as a grain of wheat. He died and
was buried in the earth and that death was fruitful for the whole of humankind. He foresaw being nailed to the
cross which would be dropped upright into a hole in the ground. Our Lord says of that scene: “When I am
lifted up I will draw all people to myself.” How were people drawn to this scene? People saw the length to
which Jesus was prepared to go in order to persevere in his mission to live out the message that his Heavenly
Father was full of mercy and wanted all people to share in Divine Life. This led to his being lifted up on the
cross, being buried in the ground like a grain of wheat, only to rise to new life. We could take a moment to
pray that we will shortly see all this with the eyes of faith as we participate in the rituals of Good Friday and
Easter.

The Gospel of the Lord

St. Patrick of Ireland is one of the world's most
popular saints.

He was born in Roman Britain and when he was
fourteen or so, he was captured by Irish pirates during
a raiding party and taken to Ireland as a slave to herd
and tend sheep. At the time, Ireland was a land of
Druids and pagans but Patrick turned to God and wrote
his memoir, The Confession. In The Confession, he
wrote:

“The love of God and his fear grew in me more and
more, as did the faith, and my soul was rosed, so that,
in a single day, I have said as many as a hundred
prayers and in the night, nearly the same. I prayed in
the woods and on the
mountain, even before dawn. I
felt no hurt from the snow or
ice or rain."

Patrick's  captivity lasted
until he was twenty, when he
escaped after having a dream
from God in which he was told
to leave Ireland by going to
the coast. There he found
some sailors who took him g
back to Britain and was @~
reunited with his family.

It was celebrated on
Wednesday 17th March.
