REFLECTION by Dianne Bergant CSA

The boundlessness of God’s love is seen in the fact that God loved us even before we were deserving
of God’s love. In fact, it was God’s love that made us able both to receive and to give love in return.
Love is of God; love is God. Divine love is constant and trustworthy. How easily we can think this
thought or speak these words, yet how difficult, even impossible, it is to comprehend what it means.
We can only really recognise love in its many concrete manifestations. Love is patient, kind and
forbearing; it believes, it hopes, it endures. The love of God breaks down the barriers between Gentile
and Jew, between slave and free, between the poor and the prosperous, between women and men,
between the healthy and the ailing, between young and old.
