The Lord said to Moses and Aaron, ‘If a
swelling or scab or shiny spot appears
on a man’s skin, a case of leprosy of
the skin is to be suspected. The man
must be taken to Aaron, the priest, or
to one of the priests who are his sons.

‘The man is leprous: he is unclean.
The priest must declare him unclean;
he is suffering from leprosy of the
head. A man infected with leprosy
must wear his clothing torn and his
hair disordered; he must shield his up-
per lip and cry, “Unclean, unclean.” As
long as the disease lasts he must be
unclean; and therefore he must live
apart: he must live outside the camp.’

Ash Wednesday is a day of
obligatory fast and abstinence

All Catholics who have completed their
18™ year and have not begun their 60"
year are bound to fast. The law of fast-
ing permits one regular meal, and two
small meals or snacks. The law of fast-
ing does not impact the consumption of
beverages, but many faithful voluntarily
abstain from alcohol on fast days.

All Catholics who have completed their
14t year are bound to abstain from
meat. The law of abstinence permits
seafood.

Exemptions from fasting and abstinence
are given to those outside these age
ranges, to the physically ill, to the men-
tally ill, to pregnant or nursing mothers
according to need for meat or nourish-
ment, to manual labourers according to
need, and to guests at a meal who can-
not excuse themselves without causing
great offence or enmity.

Four Easy Ideas for a Lenten Devotion

Don't just give something up this Lent — add a spiritual practice to go deeper in your
relationship with the Lord.

1. Go to Mass. Make the commitment to
add a Friday Mass (or Monday, or Tues-
day, etc). Or go to the Stations of the
Cross for a community devotion. And

2. Make a holy hour. If you don't regu-
larly go to Eucharistic adoration, start
spending an hour (or thirty minutes) each
week in front of the Blessed Sacrament.
West Warrnambool's St Mary MacKillop
Adoration Chapel is perpetually open. Al-
ternatively, set aside a time of quiet to
pray and meditate at home.

3. Reflect on the Sunday readings. One
way to keep our minds focused on Lent
and preparation for the Resurrection is
to reflect on the Sunday Mass readings.
Spend a few quiet minutes slowly read-
ing the scriptures in the weekly bulletin,
invoke the Holy Spirit's help, and you'll
be quickly nourished.

4. Get kids involved. Help them under-
stand why we make Lenten sacrifices
and why Easter is so important. Teach
kids the Lenten story and get them
thinking about why Jesus died for us. For
