Reflection by Drs Scott Hahn and John 
Bergsma 

The sons of Zebedee hardly know what 
they’re asking in today’s Gospel. They are 
thinking in terms of how the Gentiles rule, of 
royal privileges and honours. 

The cup is an Old Testament image for God’s 
judgment. The wicked would be made to 
drink this cup in punishment for their sins. 
But Jesus has come to drink this cup on 
behalf of all humanity. He has come to be 
baptized—which means plunged or 
immersed—into the sufferings we all deserve 
for our sins. 

In this He will fulfill the task of Isaiah’s 
suffering servant, whom we read about in 
today’s First Reading. Like Isaiah’s servant, 
the Son of Man will give His life as an offering 
for sin, as once Israel’s priests offered 
sacrifices for the sins of the people. 

Jesus is the heavenly high priest of all 
humanity, as we hear in today’s Epistle. 
Israel’s high priests offered the blood of 
goats and calves in the temple sanctuary. But 
Jesus entered the heavenly sanctuary with 
His own blood. And by bearing our guilt and 
offering His life to do the will of God, Jesus 
ransomed “the many”—paying the price to 
redeem humanity from spiritual slavery to 
sin and death, just as we say in today’s 
Psalm, “He has rescued our souls from 
death.” 

A servant-leader often must suffer by putting 
his own interests last, and this suffering 
would be unbearable were it not for hope in 
the life to come and confidence in a good 
God who has good things planned for those 
who love him. 

At this Mass, let’s pray for joy in the midst of 
our sufferings as we contemplate the 
happiness of heaven, and ask God for the 
strength to place ourselves last and those we 
serve first.
