Hello Everyone, By now you have probably heard that there is to be a week of COVID
lockdown throughout Victoria from midnight tonight (Thursday May 27). This will
require adjustments in various areas of our lives, with limited reasons for leaving
home and the need to wear masks everywhere when we do leave home. Most school
students will need to switch to online learning for the week. Our Catholic Education
Officehas provided information to schools about the arrangements to be made. The
following provisions apply to places of worship for the coming week: No in-person
gatherings are permitted. Broadcast services are allowed, with a maximum of five
people.

Funerals: A maximum of 10 people are allowed at funerals, plus those conducting the
service. Children under 12 months are not counted towards the cap of 10. Weddings:
Weddings are not permitted unless deportation or end-of-life reasons apply. If those
reasons do apply, the wedding gathering is limited to five people, including the two
people getting married, a celebrant, and two witnesses. It is sad that, for the next
week, we will not be able to gather in our parish churches as we usually would. | pray

The feast of the Holy Trinity brings us
face to face with the foundation of our
faith. The readings for today provide
answers to the question: Who is God?
They can really only suggest something
about the mystery of God, and they can
do this only indirectly. They call to mind
some of the wonders that God has
accomplished for us and in us. It is
through reflection on these gracious
divine acts that we can get glimpses of
God.

The psalm declares that the harmony
and interdependence that we see in
creation point to a majestic creator
responsible for it all. The account of the
history of God's people reveals a God
who desires to establish an intimate
relationship with them, enters their
history as protector and guide, and
forgives disloyalty. Finally, Jesus
teaches that God sent him into the
world to save it, has made us adopted
children through the Holy Spirit, and
will ultimately clothe us in divine glory.
It is from his teaching that we hear that
the Son was sent by the Father, the
Spirit, which was also his Spirit,
proceeded from the Father and from
him.

From our own experience, we know
that God creates, because we are
immersed in creation. We know that
God saves, because we have been
freed from the bondage of our own
demons. Our experience tells us that
God is with us, and that God is for us.
Everything that we know about God
declares that God is passionately in
love with us, boundlessly so!
