Dear FriendsIn today’s gospel we see Jesus spell out the specific norm for his discipleship. By this he 

tells the people, in a frightening way, that they must prefer him to anyone dear to them – father and 

mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters, even to their own selves if they want to be his disciples. 

Jesus demands supreme priority in our hearts. He can require this, because he is not only a human or 

Messiah but in fact the Son of God, true God.   

He willingly embraced the cross, not only out of obedience to his Father's will, but out of a merciful love 
for each one of us in order to set us free from the slavery of sin and everything that would keep us from 
his love and goodness. Jesus knew that the cross was the Father's way for him to achieve victory over 
sin and death and enter into His glory. He counted the cost and said 'yes' to his Father's will. If we want 
to share in his glory and victory, then we, too must 'count the cost' and say 'yes" to his call to "take up 
our cross and follow him" as our Lord and Saviour. Jesus challenges us to examine who and what we 
love first and foremost like his disciples. The choice is ours - who will we serve and follow - the path 
and destiny the Lord offers us.  So we may ask: What is the 'way of the cross' for us? The way of the 
cross involves sacrifice, the sacrifice of laying down our lives each and every day for Jesus' sake. 
During this coming week let us reflect on these questions and examine our way of life. Do we give 
Christ the number one priority and unequalled place in our hearts? Is there something or someone in 
our lives that competes for first place against Christ?    -Neville.

Receive him, not as a slave anymore, but as a very dear brother. 

This is Paul writing, an old man now and, what is more, still a prisoner of Christ Jesus. I am appealing 
to you for a child of mine, whose father I became while wearing these chains: I mean Onesimus. I am 
sending him back to you, and with him – I could say – a part of my own self. I should have liked to keep 
him with me; he could have been a substitute for you, to help me while I am in the chains that the Good 
News has brought me. However, I did not want to do anything without your consent; it would have been 
forcing your act of kindness, which should be spontaneous. I know you have been deprived 
of Onesimus for a time, but it was only so that you could have him back for ever, not as a slave any 
more, but something much better than a slave, a dear brother; especially dear to me, but how much 
more to you, as a blood-brother as well as a brother in the Lord. So if all that we have in common 
means anything to you, welcome him as you would me.

Gospel: Lk 14:25-33 

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke 

All who do not renounce their possessions cannot be my disciples. 

Great crowds accompanied Jesus on his way and he turned and spoke to them. ‘If any man comes to 
me without hating his father, mother, wife, children, brothers, sisters, yes and his own life too, he cannot 
be my disciple. Anyone who does not carry his cross and come after me cannot be my disciple.  

‘And indeed, which of you here, intending to build a tower, would not first sit down and work out the cost 
to see if he had enough to complete it? Otherwise, if he laid the foundation and then found himself 
unable to finish the work, the onlookers would all start making fun of him and saying, “Here is a man 
who started to build and was unable to finish.” Or again, what king marching to war against another king 
would not first sit down and consider whether with ten thousand men he could stand up to the other who 
advanced against him with twenty thousand? If not, then while the other king was still a long way off, he 
would send envoys to sue for peace. So in the same way, none of you can be my disciple unless he 
gives up all his possessions.’ 

The Gospel of the Lord. All: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ 

REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate 
 

I am told that, in most Middle Eastern languages, there is no word for ‘prefer’. Perhaps influenced by 
extremes of heat and cold, the vocabulary of ‘love’ and ‘hate’ is used instead. No one can imagine 
Jesus ‘hating’ Joseph, but he clearly gave preference to his mission, even as a precocious 12-year-old 
in the Temple. In today's Gospel, Jesus was preparing his followers, imminently and over the 
generations, for persecution. This would include real-life situations of families denouncing a son or 
daughter, or a brother turning over a brother to the authorities. Imagine a Chinese Catholic hearing this 
Gospel this morning, and this afternoon being betrayed by family members for remaining loyal to the 
successor of St Peter. Jesus exhorts such a follower to prefer this cross over what the family considers 
politically correct. We could pause for a moment to pray for all families, torn apart for allegiance to 
Jesus in His Church, that they may be re-united in the peace of the Risen Lord.
