Listen, I bring you news of great joy, a joy to be shared by the whole 

people. Today in the town of David a saviour has been born to you; he is Christ the Lord. And here is a 

sign for you: you will find a baby wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger.’ And suddenly 

with the angel there was a great throng of the heavenly host, praising God and singing:
