Looking Forward Booklet 2019-2021 
The new Looking Forward pastoral planning booklet 2019-
2021 is now being distributed to parishes.  This new edition of 
“Looking Forward” provides principles to guide our pastoral 
planning, includes recent data about the diocese and offers 
proposals as to how parishes might be grouped together over 
the next few years. 
 
“And when the days of Pentecost were drawing to a close, 
they were all together in one place. And suddenly there came 
a sound from heaven, as of a violent wind coming, and it filled 
the whole house where they were sitting. And there appeared 
to them parted tongues as of fire, which settled upon each of 
them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to 
speak in foreign tongues, even as the Holy Spirit prompted 
them to speak (Acts 2, 1-4).” 
Pentecost Sunday marks the end of the first novena. 
 
Pentecost (Whitsunday), with Christmas and Easter, ranks 
among the great feasts of Christianity. It commemorates not 
only the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and 
Disciples, but also the fruits and effects of that event: the 
completion of the work of redemption, the fullness of grace for 
the Church and its children, and the gift of faith for all nations

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of the faithful and kindle in us the 
fire of your love.
