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The first verse of Mark’s gospel evokes the opening words of
Genesis and thus situates the saving presence of Jesus in relation to the
creation of earth and of all earth beings. The whole of Mark’s story of
Jesus is presented as a beginning. It is the beginning of a faith journey
into which the listener/reader is invited. In some manuscripts of the
Greek text, there are only five words in this verse, seven in other manu-

Mark’s depiction of John evokes the image of the prophet Elijah in
2 Kings 8 and the “hairy mantle” of the prophet in Zechariah 13:4. John
is a prophet who, like the prophets of old, calls God’s people to reconsid-
